Regarding the State Softball sign that was discussed last month, JoGina Park reached out to Korrie Bateman whose father was initially involved in getting the sign put up years ago. The council discussed the state of some of the yards in town that have had tree damage due to storms in the last few months. Chief Danforth states that he will address this with the owners in the upcoming months if things are not cleaned up soon.
